From the Principal

Planning Program

Following the announcement of our school as a recipient of a planning grant, | have now commenced
work on preparing an Asset Management Plan (AMP) to be submitted to the Department. Once
approved by the DET our AMP will be distributed to a panel of architects they may tender for the role
as official architects for the future planning, development and modernisation of our school. To assist
with this process | am seeking contributions from our community to inform our decision making for
stage one. Attached to your newsletter is a sheet asking parents to make suggestions about the devel-
opment of our school, both in terms of internal and external facilities.

Your contributions will be much appreciated.

Emergency Management Practice

Under the guidelines stipulated by the Department of Education and Training all schools and

Outside School Hours Care programs are required to have a documented Emergency Management
plan. In addition, both organisations are required to practice emergency procedures regularly during
the course of the year. There are two key areas for regular practice:

1. Emergency evacuations,

2. Emergency lockdowns.

In an emergency evacuation, all persons vacate the buildings and move to a pre determined assembly
area. Fires, gas leaks, toxic spills are real life examples of why a school may need to be evacuated.

In an emergency lockdown students, staff and any other persons within the buildings may be asked

to remain inside the buildings with all external entrance doors locked. Lockdowns are used in
situations where something or someone outside the building constitutes a threat to those inside. A
lockdown may be invoked due to a bomb hoax or other such threat. In term one this year a number

of schools in Victoria received hoax calls that required schools to take

lockdown action.

| wish to advise parents that as part of our compliance process, the OSHC program will be
implementing an emergency evacuation practice within the next fortnight. The school will also be
calling for a lockdown practice within the near future. Please note, that whilst we will practice these
procedures; at no stage have we ever had to implement these procedures due to a real life emergency.

Outside School Hours Care Bookings

Parents who utilise our Outside School Hours Care service are requested to note the following
information. If your child will be accessing the service regularly eg: daily, twice a week, every
second Tuesday, it would be appreciated if you could ensure the staff have your regular
booking noted on their rolls.

It has come to my attention that a number of families have made regular bookings for specific
days and yet their child/ren are not attending OSHC. If you have made a regular booking and
circumstances have changed and you no longer need it, please inform the staff and cancel your
permanent booking. The number of staff employed for the service each day is based on
anticipated numbers and Emily plans activities and purchases food and resources based on the
number of people expected to attend on any given session. In order to keep costs down for
parents we need to use our staffing and materials and requisites budget carefully.

The laws that govern Outside School Hours Care programs are very strict and centres are
required by law to comply with all regulations. Please note that noncompliance can lead to
cancellation of a services licence and closure of the service. Hence, it is essential that families
ensure the following occurs:
Following a recent inspection, we have been reminded that all enrolment details must be up to
date. In addition the following details must be completed on the enrolment forms:
Details regarding family doctors and contact numbers must be included on the
enrolment form . If you do not have a family doctor then it is recommended that you list the
Marong Medical Clinic or an alternative clinic as your preferred medical needs provider.
In addition parents or care givers must complete authorisations that provide :
(a) an authorisation, signed by a parent or a person named in the enrolment record
as authorised to consent to the medical treatment of the child, for the approved
provider, nominated supervisor or an educator to seek fi

(i) medical treatment for the child from a registered medical practitioner,
hospital or ambulance service; and

(i) transportation of the child by an ambulance service;

Signing students in and out . Parents must sign their child into our Before School Care
program of a morning. The OSHC staff sign them out ready for commencement of the school
day. Parents must sign their child out from the After School service, OSHC staff sign them in at
the beginning of the afternoon program.
